The department of Life Sciences has created awareness among the rural
community of the village of Konnalai on the cultivation of Aloe Vera, Patchouli,

Vincarosea and Cissus Quadrangular is.

Villagers take a lot of interest in Aloe and cultivate aloe in their fields using
bio farming methods and a demo unit of Vermi compost plant has also been installed.
The villagers and SHG members were trained on the technology of extraction of Aloe
juice and on the preparation of finished raw juice added with standard stabilizer and
preservative. Juice extraction technology and the preparation of health drink are
imparted to the villagers, so as to help them to enhance their income. Training was also
given on knowhow and marketing techniques of this standardized and validated Herbal
Health Drink.

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The marketing strategies of the raw and finished aloe juice are planned by
the cell and a marketing tie-up with Ramana Health Care is made feasible. The villagers
and SHG members of the Pannayapuram village are the beneficiaries reaping the benefit

out of marketing aloe juice to industries. (Vide Annexure — VII)

The quality and relevance of services are highly enhanced by the community
projects organized through Social Work Department in Collaboration with other
government and non-government agencies. This is an ambitious project for the students

to become sensitive to the needs of the society.

Other avenues for extension activities encouraged by the college are NSS,YRC,
Exnora and Rotaract Club, Blood Donor Club. The activities of these organizations
include a number of awareness programs, rallies, relief work, total sanitation
programmes, blood donation, health camps, literacy and self-employment programmes

is 1800 rupees/100kg). Quality and Quantity of milk will be
increased by this alternate feed.

U Since it could act as biofertilizer, it will be supplied to our
herbal Garden as well as land at Irungalur.

U To check the efficiency of this feed as growth promoter analysis
